2 min

The teacher greets the students and asks them a couple of
questions.

Hey, everybody! How te you doing today? What is the
one thing you remember from our previous class?

The students are immersed into
natural communication in English
and are free to give their own
answers.

3 min

The teacher runs a PowerPoint presentation and asks
students about the things they can do now and the things
they could do five years ago, they quickly discuss it in pairs
and then some students share their ideas.

T: Please, work in pairs and discuss the things you can
do now, i.e. your abilities. Could you do it six years
ago? <> Share your ideas with the class.

S: | can play the guitar. | could play the guitar 5 years
ago.

The activity functions as a lead-in to
the main topic of the lesson and
provides the students with a chance
to engage with one another before
focusing on theory.

Construction of meaningful knowledge (20 min)

Time

Activities

Rationale

3 min

The teacher asks the students to pay attention to the slide.
He reads out the question addressed to the class and gives
students time to think over their answers.

T: What do you think is repeated in the following
sentences? You have some time to think it over and
then share your ideas.

S: The repeated parts are “can see”, “can use” and so
on. They probably mean someone’s... how do you say
“criocobHocms” in English?

T: Ability
S: Right, people’s ability.

The students are presented with
the material (several sentences with
similar meaning and grammar
constructions — modals of ability).
The students are to try and identify
what are the repeated forms and
their meaning. This activity
facilitates the guided discovery
approach, since students workout
the answer themselves. The teacher
doesn’t voice the correct answer.

3 min

The next slide contains six sentences with the modal can
used in different functions, the students’ objective is to try
and identify the functions with the help of the questions
also displayed on the slide.

T: Now, look at the two columns of sentences. Can you
see any difference between these two columns? What
are they? What if you look at the verb forms used?
S: Is the difference in the tense?

T: Maybe, you’ll have to find out...

Through guided discovery the
students understand the main
difference. They are familiar with
the present perfect and the modals
“must” and “might”.
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3 min

The next slide is about the difference between “can” and

“could”. Students work it out themselves, helped by the
question on the slide. They may (or may not) use the QR-
code to get familiar with some additional info concerning

this use (they put down those words, if needed).

S: Is it about the past?
T: Maybe...

T: Look at the slide and think if the meaning here is any

Guided discovery is used here too.
The teacher doesn’t explicitly state
the different function of the verb
but asks students to try their hand
identifying it. The teacher only
guides and assists the students’
work, but doesn’t reveal the
answer. Plus, an element of
scenario 2 gives students a chance
to use a hyperlink and get some
additional information.

2 min

The main idea is the same, but this time the students work
out the difference between “could” and “was able to”, the
teacher supervises the process. Additionally, they think of a

synonym to “be able to”.

T: Here you can see two sentences. Is there, in your
opinion, any difference between the highlighted forms?
Try and thin of a synonym to “be able to” it may help
you.

S: The synonym is “managed”. I'm not sure about the
meaning...

T: It’s okay, You'll find it out soon enough.

The context provided by the
teacher as well as the guided
discovery approach help the
students here as well. Thinking of a
synonym may give the students a
hint of the difference in question.

2 min

The students use the sentences provided to identify the
form. They have several minutes to do it on their own and
then share their ideas.

T: Finally, guys, the form! You shouldn’t have many
problems with the task as we’ve done that previously.
Work individually to try and point out the forms for the

constructions you’ve just analyzed.

S: The form is maybe “can” + infinitive, it questions

“can” goes to the first place.
T: Possibly...

Here the students are asked to use
their previous knowledge to work
out the form, which is highlighted
for students’ convenience.
Individual work here enables them
to rely on their thinking before
checking whether they’re correct or
not. The teacher assists and
supervises, no answers given.

5-10 min

The last slide offers the students to check if they got
everything right using three different sources (the textbook,
a video, or a webpage) before moving on to practice.

Okay, time for practice! But before we do that, you may
want to check out some of these sources to know if you
were correct. You can either go for the book or choose
an online source (video or website). You have 5-10
minutes to do that, after which you open your books at
page 53 and well be moving on to practice.

Scenario 2 enables students to
choose their own way of revising
the material studied. It also gives

them a chance to save the
resources and get back to them any
time later on.

The hyperlink on the slide enables
the students to go back to the
example sentences and check their

guesses. They can use the
hyperlinks to navigate through the
presentation in any way they find
suitable (the presentation may be
sent out to the students’ devices for
their convenience or study later at
home)

Activities

Rationale
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5 min

Students do exercises in English Grammar in Use (5th Ed).
First in pairs, then individually before checking together. Ex.
26.1 is gap-filling.

T: All right, we start with ex. 26,1 in your book and you
have 5 minutes to do it in pairs before we check.

The students practice the
knowledge acquired in pairs in
order to simplify the task for them.
While reading around other
students are welcome to voice their
opinion and contribute to the
discussion.

5 min

The following exercise is individual since the sentences
presuppose students own answers to be given.

T: Next, you do 26.2 individually and then you’ll share
your ideas with the class. We'll try to find some similar
things about each other.

The students apply the knowledge
acquired to themselves by providing
examples from their personal lives
and using the new constructions.
Comparing the answer with each
other may arouse their interest and
make the class more lively.

10 min

Students do ex. 26.3 - 26.5 in a manner that each student is
responsible for one sentence, the rest of the class assist and
correct. Students discuss possible options.

T: Now, we go on with the exercises but now each of
you will be responsible for a sentence. Alex, will you
read the words from the box...

Group work and collaboration are
important in the classroom. This
kind of activity gives students a

chance to discuss what they think

the bets option for each position is.

5 min

The students have to discuss in pairs all their abilities using
the constructions studied. They then have to report about
their partners to the whole class.

T: Okay, what you do now is discuss with a partner
your present and past abilities as well as things you
managed to do some time ago. You should use the
constructions studied in your speech. Be prepared to
report about your partner to the whole class.

S: How much should we say?

T: You don’t have to say much, the main idea is to use
the new constructions.

That is a free practice exercise
aimed at student’s individual work
in a familiar context. It is one of the

final stages of the lesson, but not
the final step of studying modals of
ability.

Homework

The students are asked to come up with a short monologue
about a famous person’s abilities. They must talk about
what the person could and couldn’t do, what they managed
to do and what they’re able to do now. The talks shouldn’t
be very long.

T: At home | want you to come up with a short text
describing the abilities of a famous person of you
choice. You should include in your writing all the
constructions studied. You don’t have to be lengthy (up
10 sentences is enough).

S: What if | don’t know whom to write about?

T: You may talk to your partner, google it or ask me for
a hint.

This is a freer practice exercise for
students to finalise the discussion of
the topic in an unfamiliar context.
It gives them an opportunity to use
their own language without any
prompts.
